Westgate is located in the densely 

populated, affluent western suburbs 
of Cleveland.  The center is directly 

positioned at the intersection of 
West 210 Street and Center Ridge 

Road/U.S. 20, on the border of 
Fairview Park and Rocky River.

Westgate, the redevelopment of a formerly enclosed mall, features prime 
anchor, junior anchor, specialty leasing and restaurant retailers in a lifestyle 
setting.  The center was built on the same site as the former Westgate Mall, 
which opened in 1954 as one of the first suburban centers in the nation.  The 
mall was demolished in early 2006 to make way for this entirely new open-air 
shopping experience.  Westgate is currently anchored by Lowe’s, Target, 
Marshalls, and many other in demand retailers.
